WHAT WILL NOT CHANGE IN THE  

NEW YEAR by Jonnie Hutchison 

The inspired Solomon penned 
the words, “That which has been 
is what will be, That which is 
done is what will be done, And 
there is nothing new under the 
sun” (Ecclesiastes 1:9 NKJV). As 
the years pass the words of this 
passage ring true. The basic 
things of life do not change. Yes, 
there are new technologies, new 
medical treatments and devices, 
new buildings built, new cars 
made and purchased, new discov-
eries of various kinds. Yet, there 
are things that do not change. 
Things that are not new nor will 
they ever be new. 

The basic nature of man 
will not change. Contrary to the 
belief of some, man is not evolv-
ing into something other than he 
has always been. God created 
man in His image and likeness 
(Genesis 1:26). Man is both a 
physical and a  spiritual being. 
The scripture tells us that we 
have an “outward man” that is 
perishing and an “inward man” 
that is being renewed daily (2 
Cor. 4:6). God has given natural 
law to govern the physical man 
and spiritual law to govern the 
spiritual man. Man is a free moral 

agent with the ability to choose 
his path in life. Man lives and 
man dies (Hebrews 9:27). This 
new year will bring no change in 
these basis traits of man. 

Sin and it’s eternal conse-
quences will not change. “the 
soul that sins shall die” (Eze. 
18:20). Man attempts to change 
the definition of sin. Sin is still a 
transgression of God’s law and 
that definition is permanent and 
not subject to change (1 John 
3:4). Calling evil good does not 
make it good nor does it change 
God’s definition of what consti-
tutes sin. Nor does it change the 
truth that “the wages of sin is 
death…..” (Romans 6:23). 

The Word of God will not 
change! One may ignore it, deny 
it, ridicule it, and abuse it but 
God’s Word does not change! All 
attempts to destroy the Word of 
God will ultimately fail. The 
Psalmist wrote, “Forever, Oh 
Lord, your Word is settled in 
heaven” (Psalm 119:89). Peter 
wrote, “...For the Word of the 
Lord endureth forever” (1 Peter 
1:25).  All attempts to change the 
Word of God will result in eternal

Yes, the 
new year will see no change in the Word of 
God. 

The Need of A Savior Will Not 
Change! Sin is still sin and “all have sinned 
and come short of the glory of 
God” (Romans 3:23). Men and women may 
ignore and reject the reality of both God and 
sin but such does not change the truth about 
either. Because of the universality of sin 
mankind will need a Savior in 2018. That 
Savior is Jesus Christ. When Jesus took up-
on Himself the form of man He did so in or-
der to shed His precious blood as a sacrifice 
for sin. Through His shed blood sinners may 
receive the forgiveness of sin and the hope 
of eternal life (Matthew 26:28; 1 Peter 
1:19). Until Jesus comes again in judgment 
there will be the constant need for a Savior. 

Yes, many things will not change in the 
New Year. However, there are things that 
should change in our lives if we are not liv-
ing in harmony with the will of God. W 

A Change in Attitude. What is your at-
titude toward serving God? Jesus said in 
Matthew 22:37-38, "'You shall love the Lord 
your God with all your heart, with all your 
soul, and with all your mind.'  38 This is the 
first and great commandment.” With the 
proper attitude toward God and His word 
2018 can be a great year. 

A Change in Direction. Rather than 
concentrating on wordily things we should 
have our minds focused on those things 
above. “Set your affection on things above, 
not on things on the earth” (Col. 3:2).  One 
may walk the broad way that leads to de-
struction or the strait and narrow way that 
leads to life (Matthew 7:13-14). Which way 
are your walking? You have it within your 
ability to change directions by submission to 
the will of God. (Hebrews 5:8-9).  

A Change in Relationship. One is ei-
ther “in Christ” or out of Christ. Those who 
are not “in Christ” have no spiritual  rela-
tionship with Him. To get “into Christ” re-
quires a penitent believer to confess faith in 
Christ and to be immersed in water to reach 
the cleansing blood of Jesus thus having 
ones sins washed away (Acts 22:16). . The 
inspired Paul wrote, “Ye are all the children 
of God by faith. For as many of you as have 
been baptized into Christ have put on 
Christ” (Galatians 3:26-27). One thus saved 
is added by the Lord to His church (Acts 
2:47) and a brand new relationship has taken 
place. 

We plead with each reader to let 2018 be 
the year of your spiritual birth. And, if as a 
Christian you have been unfaithful to the 
Lord, let 2018 be the year you repent and 
return to your Lord.
