SCRIPTURAL BAPTISM By Barry M. Grider 

Baptism is essential to salvation, 
and such cannot be denied (Mk. 16:16; 
Acts 2:38). Still, for baptism to accom-
plish what the Lord intended, it must 
be performed in a scriptural manner. 

1. The mode of baptism must be 
scriptural. Many religious groups ap-
prove sprinkling or pouring water upon 
an individual and think they have done 
what is approved of the Lord. Howev-
er, Bible baptism demands that a be-
liever be fully immersed in water. Paul 
wrote, “we are buried with him 
[Christ] in baptism” (Rom. 6:3,4; Col. 
2:12). One would not consider sprin-
kling dirt upon a man’s grave, nor 
should a man be sprinkled who is dying 
to sin. Furthermore, when Phillip bap-
tized the Ethiopian nobleman, “they 
went down both into the water, both 
Phillip and the Eunuch; and he bap-
tized him” (Acts 8:38). Going down 
into the water would not have been 
necessary had sprinkling been the prop-
er mode for baptism. 

2. The purpose of baptism must 
be scriptural. Baptism is to obtain the 
remission of sins. It is no more 
“because of’ the remission of sins than 
Jesus shedding His blood “because of’ 
the remission of sins (Mt. 26:28). Paul 
was told by Ananias, “arise, and be 
baptized and wash away thy sins, call-
ing on the name of the Lord” (Acts 
22:16). Furthermore, one cannot be 
saved outside of Christ (2 Tim. 2:10), 
and baptism is the act which puts one 
into Christ (Gal. 3:27). Peter said, 
“even baptism doth also now save 
us” (1 Pet. 3:21). If someone is bap-

tized for some reason other than the 
remission of sins, such a person has not 
been baptized scripturally. The mere 
act of baptism is not what saves. An 
individual must have the proper under-
standing of its purpose. Paul declared, 
“But God be thanked, that ye were the 
servants of sin, but ye have obeyed 
from the heart that form of doctrine 
which was delivered you” (Rom. 6:7). 

3. For baptism to be scriptural, 
it must be preceded by repentance. 
Peter said, “repent, and be baptized 
every one of you” (Acts 2:38). Repent-
ance is a change of mind, produced by 
godly sorrow, that results in the refor-
mation of life. Sadly, many have gone 
through the act of baptism but have not 
been forgiven of sins because of a fail-
ure to repent. Again, hear the Apostle 
Paul, “Knowing this, that our old man 
is crucified with him, that the body of 
sin might be destroyed, that henceforth 
we should not serve sin” (Rom. 6:6). 
Some want to be scripturally baptized, 
and yet remain in an unscriptural mar-
riage (cf. Mt. 19:9). This is impossible! 
A genuinely penitent person will end 
the adulterous relationship and then be 
baptized. Furthermore, an administrator 
of baptism should not baptize a person 
who refuses to repent any more than he 
should baptize a person who refuses to 
confess Christ. 

4. For baptism to be scriptural, 
one must understand the concept of 
the New Testament church. Philip, 
while preaching in Samaria, taught 
“concerning the kingdom of God, and

A few denomina-
tional churches baptize for the remission of sins, yet 
the individuals baptized are not added to the one 
true church. Salvation is located in Christ and in His 
church (Acts 2:47; Eph. 5:23). There is one body 
(Eph. 4:4) and we are baptized into that one body (1 
Cor. 12:13). It is therefore ludicrous to suggest that 
one can be scripturally baptized, and yet have no 

understanding of the New Testament church. 

All of us should desire to see more people bap-
tized into Christ. That is the only way the church 
can really grow. However, let us always make sure 
that individuals are baptized scripturally, or else 
these baptisms will not accomplish the desired pur-
pose.
