“I AM TEACJHING THE TRUTH ...AND NOT 
LYING” By Jonnie Hutchison 

The title of this article 

comes from a statement written 

by the inspired apostle Paul found 

in 1 Timothy 2:7. Paul affirmed 

that he was telling the truth about 

his appointment as a preacher and 

an apostle.  He wrote, “...I am 

speaking the truth in Christ and 

not lying — a teacher of the Gen-

tiles in faith and truth.” 

Not every preacher speaks 

the truth in Christ. That is why 

there are so many warnings in the 

Bible regarding false doctrine and 

false teachers. Consider this 

warning in 2 Peter 2:1-2, “But 

there were also false prophets 

among the people, even as there 

will be false teachers among you, 

who will secretly bring in de-

structive heresies, even denying 

the Lord who bought them, and 

bring on themselves swift destruc-

tion. 2 And many will follow their 

destructive ways, because of 

whom the way of truth will be 

blasphemed.” Likewise the apos-

tle John warned, “Beloved, do not 

believe every spirit, but test the 

spirits, whether they are of God; 

because many false prophets 

have gone out into the world (1 

John 4:1). These warning contin-

ue to be as relevant in the present 

as they were in the past. 

Why do so many lie by re-

fusing to speak the truth in 

Christ? 

They have been deceived 

themselves. They are merely 

teaching what they have been 

taught by others without examin-

ing the revealed Word of God as 

to whether it is true or false. They 

have been deluded into “believing 

the lie” and continue to propagate 

it (2 Thess. 2:9-11). They have 

been deceived into embracing the 

divisiveness of denominational-

ism and other false religions in 

“teaching for doctrines the com-

mandments of men” (Matthew 

15:8-9). 

Some teach error because

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it is financially lucrative.  Their goal is not 

the salvation of souls, but to “get rich” at the 

expense of souls who are desperate for truth. 

However, they perch “the gospel of health 

and wealth” and not the “truth that is in 

Christ.”  They “serve their own belly” as 

they “deceive the hearts of the sim-

ple” (romans 6:18). 

Jesus taught that false teachers are 

known by their fruits, i.e. by what is pro-

duced from their teaching (Matthew 7:16, 

20). False teaching produces man-made 

churches,  human creeds and human reli-

gious traditions. On the other hand, preach-

ing the truth in Christ produces only mem-

bers of the church of Christ (Matthew 

16:18), cleansed by the blood of Jesus and 

added to His church by Him (Acts 2:38-47).  

Please, do not be deceived by false 

teachers who refuse to teach the truth that is 

in Christ. Do as the  noble Bereans of whom 

it is said, “they received the word with all 

readiness, and searched the Scriptures daily 

to find out whether these things were 

so” (Acts 17:11).  Friends, God’s Word re-

vealed in the Bible is true. Only by accepting 

and obeying God’s truth may one be saved 

from the eternal consequences of sin. Don’t 

believe a lie! Believe the truth that is in 

Christ!

OUR FUTURE By Jerry Joseph 

In many ways the future is uncertain. 
Who knows what is going to happen in the 
future? Despite the uncertainty of the future, 
there are things that can and should be a part 
of our lives. Let’s notice three things: 

The FORGIVENESS of Sins. Man’s 
greatest problem is that of sin (Rom. 6:23; 
3:23). Because of our sins we are separated 
from God (Isa. 59:1-2); without Christ, hav-
ing no hope and without God (Eph. 2:12). 
Man’s greatest need is for the forgiveness of 
his sins. By our obedience to the Gospel of 
Christ (Rom. 1:16-17; John 8:24; Luke 13:3; 
Matt. 10:32-33: Acts 2:38) we have the for-
giveness of our sins now and can continue to 
enjoy that blessing in the future by being a 
faithful child of God (1 John1:6-10). 

The FELLOWSHIP of the Son of 
God. Fellowship with the Lord is another 
one of those spiritual blessings being en-

joyed by the child of God (Ephesians 1:3; 1 
John 1:6-7). Again, let it be emphasized that 
this “fellowship with the Lord” begins with 
our being “born again,” and it can continue 
to be in our future if we “walk in the 
light” (1 John 1:6-7). 

We can lose the “fellowship of the 
Lord,” His “favor” by returning to sin. We 
need to remember the words of John in 2 
John 9, “Whosoever transgresseth, and 
abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not 
God. He that abideth in the doctrine of 
Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son.” 

FAITHFUL Service. Notice the words 
of Paul in 1 Corinthians 15:58, “Therefore, 
my beloved brethren, be ye steadfast, un-
movable, always abounding in the work of 
the Lord, forasmuch as
